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Diwali Dhamaka

The report on heavy metal content tested in the air during the firecracker test at Wadala has been received from Mahrashtra Pollution Control Board.

Concentration of some metals has been mentioned as under: 

Copper 
3.52 mg/m3

Zinc 

17.39 mg/m3

Aluminum 
111.08 mg/m3

Sodium 
92.06 mg/m3

Potassium 
19.05 mg/m3

Lead 

3.46 mg/m3

It may be seen that even during the very limited test that we did, the levels of aluminum alone cross the maximum limit (100 mg/m3) permitted for Suspended particulate matter in the air. This would increase according to the number of firecrackers used in a given areas – much, much more in actual use conditions during Diwali. With all this poison being inhaled, it is no wonder so many of us are ill during Diwali!
