Yes. Maharashtra will become the first state to include lessons on the Right To Information Act in classes VI, VII,VIII from 2006-07.


Already armed with the most powerful RTI Act in the country, this move makes Maharashtra the first state to include it in the school curriculum. 

The person behind this is secretary and special enquiry officer, general administration department (GAD), Mantralaya, Vandana Krishna, who requested the education secretary to include RTI in the academic curriculum about two months back. 

Joint Director of the academic syllabus, S N Pawar, said, ’’A chapter on RTI has been recommended in the Civics subject for three classes VI, VII and VIII and will come into existence in the academic syllabus of 2006-2007. It is likely to be spread out into three academic years for a comprehensive understanding.’’
