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Juhu Citizens - Police Meet

Top brass of the Mumbai Police met with the Juhu Citizens Welfare Group on 14th December 2004, at Addnl. Comm. Office W/R, Carter Rd. Bandra. Additional Commissioner Param Bir Singh chaired the meeting. 

Police were requested to provided  bandobast at parking lot 2 (opp. Hotel Tulip Star) in view of the volatile situation. Shri Gupta (DCP) refused.  It was pointed out that some illegal hawkers and their carts are still to be found on the beach behind Tulip Star. 

Comm. suggested that certain zone/s be demarcated on the beach for football / cricket etc. with timings since adequate grounds are not available for sports in the area.

Issues pertaining to various ALM areas were taken up for discussion.  The following new points were discussed: According to traffic dept. a proposal for alternate day parking is being processed.  Shri Singh instructed that the 2 huge floats that are blocking the road be immediately towed away.

Encroachments on the footpath diagonally-opposite Saraswat Bank and Smoking Joes Pizza, comprising cycle repair shops, open toilets, cobbler, selling of ice were pointed out.  Ilegal dumping of rubble / debris on the road outside Utpal Sanghvi School was brought to the notice of the Juhu Police Station.  The Comm., ordered that the culprits be nabbed and the BMP advised to remove the existing debris.  

Mr. Singh informed that once encroachments have been removed, it is the job of the MCGM to keep the area encroachment free.  However the citizens felt that the police are equally responsible in maintaining security of public spaces.  The next meeting is to be scheduled on: Tuesday, 18th January, 2005 at Addnl.
