Ganguly Marg ALM Acts To Usher In Change

As a follow up to the 3rd Saturday - K/West ALMs Forum meeting at the K-West Ward Office, Shri G. Rathod (Asst. Municipal Comm.) accompanied by Shri B. Dhond (Asst. Eng., Maintenance) visited the K.K.Ganguly Marg on 1st June to survey the area along with the K.K.Ganguly Marg ALM members, viz.: Samir Mangalorkar, Chander Matta, Venu Gopal, Bapu Khandekar and others, including some members of the JCWG.

During the inspection of the entire lane, Shri Dhond informed members that the Storm Water Drains (SWD) and sewage lines that were constructed earlier were a total failure. A shocking revelation was the discovery of the complete collapse of the sewerage and drainage system in the area with the flow being presently let out into the IAAI land. Further it was found that the surrounding Manzils/Buildings had no sewage lines of their own and had connected their sewage lines directly to the SWD!

However, the AMC and Mr. Dhond agreed to start construction of new SWD in a fortnight and complete the same by end of September.

The second matter was about the water well that is being misused by outsiders. MCGM have agreed to take stringent measures that will stop the menace around the well - once and for all.

Third issue was the depleted condition of the road. Mr. Dhond informed that resurfacing and levelling of the entire road would be undertaken after the construction of SWD, and be completed by October.

The fourth perennial problem was that of encroachments. Both Mr. Rathod and Mr. Dhond assured that a total eviction drive would be undertaken soon after the completion of the above works. We have also been informed that Shri Ashok Bhau Jadhav has committed part of his Corporator fund for some of the above works. Further, the Corporator has assured to have the garbage bin removed which is a major eyesore in the area; measures are already underway to collect garbage directly from the adjoining slums.

Beautification work will be undertaken by the KKGM ALM thereafter. The joint survey concluded with a ray of hope that the work will be carried out and completed in a few months time to make KKGM a better place to live.
