What’s 18 years old, situated on the beach -front, and known for its sea food?

It’s Sheetal Samudra, of course.

 

Recently renovated, the restaurant looks open and spacious. The decorations are pleasing and form, as they should a discreet background for dining. Thankfully the management has resisted the impulse to go overboard with the nautical/ sea vista decoration theme.

 

Regular patrons are thankful too for the consistency in food and service standards. Vegetarians too have a fairly wide choice, and paneer dishes like Chhupa Rustom and Paneer Tikka Masala are excellent. Prawns and mutton formed centerpieces of the dinner under review and were voted excellent. What could with a lot of improvement is the roomali roti – doughy and under-done, it was a disappointment. We returned them for the butter naans, which were good. The firni again was heavy on rice flour, too low on sugar and milk, though the rose fragrance was just right. The other disappointment was the mango and ice cream, the mango pieces being dry and quite bland.

Bottom line? Value for money.  For the dessert, drive a little further to Natural Ice-creams.
