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South West JVPD Joins ALM Network

Activists from the JVPD Scheme at Juhu got together to discuss the problems in the area on Sunday, February 20.  The meeting was convened by Ms. Vimal Thakore a resident-activist of the JCWG at her residence.

Around 20 people enthusiastically participated with suggestions and comments.  Mr. Hansel D’Souza of JCWG explained the ALM concept and its success in Juhu.  This was the fourteenth ALM in the area and the JVPD residents were overjoyed to join this network of citizens working to improve their neighbourhood.

The major problems identified were garbage disposal, noise pollution, vehicular traffic, broken pavements, potholed roads and parking indiscipline.  It was decided to immediately register the group as the South West JVPD ALM with the MCGM.  The area includes the residences between 10th Road to the South and 13th Road to the West with V M Road and Oza Roads acting as the other boundaries.

The ALM is planning a drive to streamline garbage segregation and door to door collection.  The first concrete step will be fogging of the entire area, to take care of the mosquito menace.  They are also planning an Awareness March to enlighten residents of the need for a well maintained locality.  The group will meet every week and residents of the area are invited to join them.
