Check if you are registered on the electoral rolls (guidance provided to make access easy to the Election Commissions' web page).
Download Forms for registration, deletion, correction of names on the electoral rolls.

Locate your Electoral Registration Office (the place where you need to go to register yourself on the electoral roll).
Understand the electoral process from the “Voter's Guide.”

Communicate what you need for your city from your MP, through the Online Citizens' Charter.

Discover which Municipal Ward you belong to, the areas covered by that Ward, address and telephone numbers of the Ward Office, who the Asst. Municipal Commissioner is, and the AGNI Coordinator in your locality.

Find out whom to approach at the Ward Office for different civic problems.

Learn about the Maharashtra Right to Information Act, how to use it, the format of applications and the list of Public Information Officers in the various Government departments.

Find out how to form an ALM (Advanced Locality Management) and the list of ALM’s in Mumbai.
