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Waste Cess Soon For City’s Upkeep

Bangalore Citizens will soon have to pay a solid waste management cess. BCC commissioner M.R. Sreenivasa Murthy disclosed this at an interactive meet on the new private garbage disposal contracts organised by Civic Bangalore.

Murthy said 183 of these sub-wards would be covered by private contractors and the rest by BCC pourakarmikas. “The new campaign under the Swachha Bangalore scheme will cover 9 lakh households in one month’s time from now,’’ Murthy added. Monitoring committees will be set up for cleaning, collection and transportation of garbage and debris.

They will include two citizen representatives from the respective locality, two nominees from resident associations and at least two BCC health officials. A new evaluation procedure has also been designed to help track the competence and efficiency of contractors. This will include a daily logbook, which will have to be filled and countersigned by the area health inspector.
